Upon entering the home
through the medieval doors and arrivin
in the quaint Little Hall replete with a
rustic fireplace replicating one in a
cottage built for
wife, Anne Hathaway, the visitor sense
many surprises await.

The aura continues in the Great Hall
boasting soaring ceilings with timber
beams and rafters, an oak paneled
